ACADEMIC DISCUSSION
Cílem kurzu je dát vědeckým pracovníkům prostor pro diskuse o různých aspektech vědy. Studenti se též naučí vést seminář ve svém vlastním oboru. Kromě rozvoje dovednosti mluvení je kladen důraz také na čtení a hodnocení zajímavých textů a schopnost argumentovat na rozmanitá vědecká a filozofická témata. Úroveň kurzu: B2+.
Termín konání kurzu: 13.2. – 31.5.2012

Příklad témat:
1. History of natural philosophy and eventual separation of science. Math and logic vs science / deductive vs inductive reasoning as it relates to math and science.

2. Basic logic for argumentation / lexis for verbal and written debate. Drawing scientific inferences from statistics and probability.

3. Hardwired for science? Scientific reasoning in children and everyday life. Scientific discovery in the non-Western tradition. Irrationality and the brain. Heuristics and complexity theory.

4. Pure Science, applied science and technology. Survey of pure sciences from physics to sociology.

5. Scientific method: reading and discussions about Euclid (axiomatic systems and laws of physics), Aristotle, Gregor Mendel, Copernicus and Galileo (theory and observation), Karl Popper (falsification and limits of scientific knowledge) and Thomas Kuhn (how people and culture influence the process of science).
6. History of how science enables technology and vice versa. Discussion of causes and impact of major events in the history of science eg. Discovery of air, antibiotics, DNA, dinosaurs, electricity, heliocentric solar system, evolution, conception of the atom, atomic fission, invention of glass and lenses.

7. Psychology: where the hard and soft sciences converge. Bottom up vs top down approaches in science.

8. Teacher-led discussions based on students votes on topic.

9. How to give affective presentations and discussions. Student-led presentation / seminar on their area of expertise.

10. Future of science: can we guide our own fate? Does science replace religion? Modern relationship between science and philosophy: Quine, Chomsky.

11. Anti-intellectualism and irrationality vs science and reason. Is anthropomorphic climate change real? When politics and science collide.

12. Information overloaded and deconstructing real examples. Importance of critical thinking in information age and debunking conspiracy theories eg. Faked Lunar landing, 911 conspiracy, crop circles.
